(SCE) of Hong Kong Baptist University (HKBU) offers a

In 2018, the sub-degree
programmes offered by the School were held in high
regard by the Quality Assurance Council of the University
Grants Committee in the aspects of teaching and
learning, student development and support facilities.

CIE: Offers the 2-year Associate Degree Programme
and 2-year Undergraduate Programmes at the HKBU
Shek Mun (Shatin] campus. The College places great
emphasis on  providing different articulation
opportunities for Associate Degree students. Students
can take the “2+2" pathway and earn an HKBU honours
degree in four years.

CPED: Offers the 2-year Higher Diploma programmes,
as well as the 1-year Diploma of College Foundation
Studies and Diploma of Applied Education. It also
provides the Applied Learning Courses for senior
secondary school students.

ECEED: Offers the 2-year Higher Diploma in Early
Childhood Education and the 4-year Bachelor of
Education (Honours) in Early Childhood Education for
HKDSE graduates, and the Postgraduate Diploma in
Early Childhood Education for degree holders.
