(i) Level 3 or above in both Chinese Language and English Language;
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(ii) Level 2 or above in Mathematics (compulsory part);
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(iii) Attained in Citizenship and Social Development; and
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(iv) Level 3 or above in two elective subjects*

Students can apply for Financial Assistance Scheme for Post-secondary Students (FASP) and Non-means-tested
Loan Scheme for Post-secondary Students (NLSPS) from the Student Finance Office (SFO) of the Working Family
and Student Financial Assistance Agency. Five selected courses offered by the Programme have been included in
the list of reimbursable courses under the Continuing Education Fund (CEF). Eligible students may apply for the
Fund and receive subsidy with a ceiling of HK$25,000.

Students attained satisfactory result in HKDSE are eligible to apply either for the Bachelor of Nursing (Honours)
Exemplary Performance Entrance Scholarship or the Bachelor of Nursing (Honours) Entrance Scholarship.
Students can also apply for HKSAR Government Self-Financing Post-Secondary Scholarship Scheme (SPSS).
